Key Vocabulary

Moulding To shape or form your model. 

Carving To cut a solid material in order to produce an object or design.  

Key Vocabulary  

Compass An instrument containing a magnetized pointer which shows the di-
rection you are facing.  

Grid references A map reference indicating a location in terms of a series of vertical 
and horizontal grid lines identified by numbers or letters. 

Directions Instructions addressing which way you need to go.  

Interesting fact: Pirates made compasses at sea by stroking a needle against a naturally magnet-
ic rock called a lodestone.

Model A 3D model of something, usually on a smaller scale than the real 
thing.
